The publication of proceedings
By the beginning of the Symposium, we plan to:

· form an electronic collection of proceedings with placement in the RSCI database. Articles will be assigned a digital identifier (DOI).

· publish articles in the collection "IOP Сonference Series: Earth and Environmental Science" indexed in Scopus. Publication cost 9000 rubles.

Authors can select the following options for publishing their papers:

1. Publication only in the electronic collection of the Symposium (RSCI, DOI). In this case, when preparing paper, you should follow the requirements contained in the 1st information letter (the text volume is up to 10 pages, font Times New Roman, size 12, interval 1.5, paragraph indent 1.25 cm, the left field 30 mm, the rest fields 20 mm, Universal Decimal Classification index (UDC), abstract in Russian and English up to 250-400 characters, 3-5 key words).

2. Publication in the collection "IOP Sonference Series: Earth and Environmental Science" (Scopus-indexed). In this case, the authors should provide the material in two versions. The first version is a full-fledged scientific article, 6-8 pages, in good English, designed in accordance with the requirements of the Appendix to this information letter. The Appendix contains publishing requirements, a template, and an example. The second mandatory version is theses of the article in Russian, up to 2 pages, prepared according to the requirements for proceedings in the electronic collection of the Symposium (see Clause 1 above and the First Information Letter).
Scientific review of articles will be carried out by members of the program Committee of the Symposium. Submitted reports must be original and contain significant scientific results. The article should be in good English, carefully proofread and prepared according to the requirements. Non-compliance with the stated points will serve as a basis for rejecting the articles.
Final proceeding submission deadline is February 20, 2021
Proceedings for publication are uploaded on the website of the Symposium http://steppeforum.ru/
The Symposium website can also be accessed from the website of the Steppe Institute http://orensteppe.org
Proceedings prepared in violation of the requirements or received after the specified period will not be accepted for publication.

The Organizing Committee, after reviewing the papers (scientific review, anti-plagiarism, English language), will send a confirmation letter of acceptance by April 20, 2021. After that, within 10 days, until May 1, payment will be accepted for publications in the “IOP Сonference Series: Earth and Environmental Science”. Details of the payment procedure will be sent to the authors along with confirmation letter of acceptance.
If the IOP publisher claims at least one article, the release of the entire collection will be delayed. Therefore, the authors are kindly requested to comply with all the specified requirements.
Terms of participation in-person
Registration fee is 1000 rubles, paid at registration to partially cover the expenses of the Organizing Committee (participant's portfolio and collection of reports on electronic media). The Organizing Committee does not issue confirmation documents on payment of the registration fee.

Authors' guide to writing articles for the IOP collection
Authors should prepare their papers using Microsoft Word or LaTeX in accordance with the Article Preparation  Rules, Template, and Example (presented as separate files), and then convert their documents to PDF format.
General requirements:
· A4 paper size.

· Fields: 4 cm top, 2.5 cm left and right, 2.7 cm bottom.

· The article contains the author's name and place of work (full address, including country).

· There are no page numbers or headers or footers in the document.

· There are no formatting errors in the PDF file (for example, corrupted equations, missing numbers, or low-resolution numbers), because converting from Word to PDF can lead to formatting errors.

· The text has a single interval.

· The PDF file is editable and not password protected.

· All pages are in portrait format (not landscape).

· The references are checked for accuracy. Links can only be linked via Crossref if they are correct.

· Pictures are placed in the text.
